Next Steps:

1. Complete the form on the next page to initiate the marriage preparation process.
2. Email the completed form back to the Business Manager at Jamie.Wisely@redeemerlutheran.com.
3. The Business Manager will review the calendar and forward your completed form to the Pastors. 

4. You will be contacted shortly thereafter by the Business Manager who will confirm your wedding date and inform you which pastor will be officiating your wedding.
5. Contact your officiating pastor to schedule an initial, introductory “get to know you” meeting.
· During your initial meeting, the pastor will answer your questions and further describe the process you will be journeying through in preparation for not just your wedding day, but a life-long relationship centered on Christ.
6. Contact the Director of Music Ministry to secure his services for your wedding or to approve a guest organist and/or any other musicians or vocalists. The Director of Music Ministry must approve all music for your wedding worship service and will assist in planning the music, if requested.
7. Redeemer’s wedding coordinator will be in contact with you six-eight months prior to your wedding date to review the Redeemer Wedding Manual with you, clarify costs, procedures, paperwork, etc.  She is responsible for the over-all communication with the officiating pastor and other parties involved in your wedding and will work with you through the entire planning process.
