SAFETY TIPS TO SHARE WITH 
YOUR KIDS  
Parents should talk to their children about ways 

to stay safe while being cautious and being able 

to recognize when something is wrong. It is so 

important to help children to feel empowered 

and to develop and trust in their own intuition. 

The key is open communication between parents 

and children. The following is a list of safety 

tips to share with your children: 

 

Stay away from anyone who follows you 

on foot or in a car. 

Do not get into any car unless your parents 

personally tell you to. 

There is no need to nor should you go near 

a car to talk to the people inside the car. 

Do not help adults if they ask you for your 

help. Such as looking for a lost dog, giving 

directions, or that your parents have asked 

them to take you to your parents. 

Get away from anyone who tries to take 

you somewhere. Make sure that you scream 

or yell, bite and kick. 

It is best to use the buddy system and do 

not leave without your parentôs permission. 

If someone asks you to keep a special 

secret make sure that you tell your parents 

and your teacher.
